
English:  We will start the term with learning how to write reports. We will be learning how to report and organise facts on a page as well as making diagrams and labels. To help us with this learning we will be using our research into Plymouth and Cape Town to read and create fact files and reports. We will then be learning about poetry on the themes of cities. Reading, performing and writing them.

Art:  We will be learning about sculpture and painting with a focus on the abstract artist Niki de St Phalle . We will be learning to describe and discuss what they we see and like in the work of the artist. We will then scrunch, roll and shape materials to make a 3D form and look at sculptures and try to recreate them using everyday objects. We will also be learning to Recognise and name primary and secondary colours as well as mix them.






Mathematics:  We will be learning all about multiplication and division this half term. Starting with grouping and sharing. recognizing multiplications as arrays. Doubling, halving and solving word problems.
Our key facts to learn are counting in 2s and 5s. Check out the Times Table Rock Stars for ways to work on this.



Geography: We will be learning about what life is like living in a city. To start this topic off we have made a link with a school in East London and will be sharing experiences of life in the countryside and life in the city. We will even have some zoom calls to them as well as sharing videos asking questions and showing each other around our local areas. We will also be comparing cities in different continents, Europe and Africa by looking at the human and physical features in cities around the world. We will be learning how to identify the features of a city and how this might be different to the features of where we live.



PE: We will be learning to play net and wall games this half term. We will start out by learning how to send and receive a ball or shuttlecock before moving onto learning how to return a ball or shuttlecock with accuracy using a racquet. Using these skills we will play a variety of games.






      Life in the city 



Science: Our science learning will be all about materials this half term. We will be learning to explain difference between an object and the material from which it is made. Describe materials using our senses. Explain what objects are made from. Explain why a material might be useful for a specific job. Name some different everyday materials.Explain how solid shapes can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.


Religious Education: Pupils will recognise that the concepts of God, Incarnation, Gospel, and Salvation are all part of the big story of the Bible. They will find out about the key events of Holy Week and Easter, making links with the Christian belief of salvation. Pupils will learn about how Christians show their beliefs about Jesus being their saviour within celebrations and worship in church at Easter.

Music: We will be listening to and appraising a variety of music all on the theme of ‘How does music help us to understand each other’. We will sing, improvise and compose using tuned and untuned instruments using the music we have evaluated in our lessons.

PSHE: Healthy Me covers two main areas of health: Emotional health (relaxation, being safe, friendships, mental health skills, body image, relationships with food, managing stress) and Physical health (eating a balanced diet, physical activity, rest and relaxation, keeping clean, drugs and alcohol, being safe, first aid) in order for children to learn that health is a very broad topic.



Computing: We will continue our work on coding by exploring the full version of scratch (www.scratch.mit). We will learn to use repeat commands, add sounds and change backgrounds and sprites during a program.
